I. COURSE DESCRIPTION: In Grade 6, instructional time will focus on four critical areas: (1) connecting ratio and rate to whole number multiplication and division and using concepts of ratio and rate to solve problems; (2) completing understanding of division of fractions and extending the notion of number to the system of rational numbers, which includes negative numbers; (3) writing, interpreting, and using expressions and equations; and (4) developing understanding of statistical thinking.  By having built a strong foundation in K-5, students are prepared for robust learning in geometry, algebra, and probability and statistics in middle school.
